Access to Spanish University 2011

Malaca Instituto offers pathway programmes to the following 3 types of education in Spain:
1. Undergraduate Degrees via Selectividad

2. Official Masters Degrees

3. Formación professional (2 year programmes of higher vocational training)
Selectividad: access to Undergraduate Degrees
Non-EU students who have just finished high school MUST still take and pass Selectividad if they want to take an Undergraduate programme in Spain (unless they are prepared to take a 2-year Formacion Profesional Superior [higher vocational training] course which provides access to a limited number of undergraduate courses). 

There are a couple of countries (notably China) who have bilateral agreements allowing students in each country to study in the other if they are qualified to enter an Undergraduate Degree in their own country.

The Spanish  Ministry of Education has introduced changes in 2010 to the Selectividad Examination both for Spanish and overseas students.

These changes are in the format of the examination and in the manner of accessing undergraduate degrees in Spain.
There is also an implication in the changes for EU students. These students who do not normally have to take Selectividad as long as they are qualified to go to university in their own country, might need to take Phase 2 if they want to study on a very popular course at a prestigious university. If they do not take Phase 2 to increase their score it is likely they will not have a high enough mark for very popular courses. In this case we can probably help with extra tuition – please ask.
At Malaca Instituto we will continue to provide Selectividad in Humanities and Sciences.
The details of the changes to Selectividad and the implications are as follows:

Selectividad 2011

The exam is now divided into 2 parts: 

· Phase 1 : obligatory: 4 papers (including European language which we do not prepare for but can give advice on where to improve English)

· Phase 2:  optional: 1-4 papers (we include 1 in price and can offer more preparation at supplement)

	5. Phase 2: Optional papers (crucial in obtaining a good mark): students can take between 1 and a maximum of 4 optional subjects. Only the 2 best scores count.

1 optional subject is included in the standard price. Further optional subjects can be taken as extra optional modules (see below).
It is possible to mix science and humanities subjects. A student cannot take an optional paper in a subject they have taken as a compulsory paper.

	The optional subjects in red can be prepared at Malaca Instituto. The other subjects can be answered in the Exam but without specific preparation.

Students can take the Optional Papers again in September to improve on marks already gained in June on the compulsory paper.

Science Selectividad: it is essential that students have studied the science subjects they wish to take at Selectividad in their last 2 years at high school. We aim to help them to use their existing knowledge to pass Selectividad.

	Optional modules
	As described above, students can take between 1 and 4 optional papers to increase their score and make themselves more competitive. Only the best 2 marks of the optional papers are used in the final Selectividad mark.

It is strongly recommended that if a student is aiming for one of the more competitive subjects, such as Medicine or Translation & Interpreting, they should take 2 optional papers.
If students want preparation in more than 1 optional paper (already included in the standard price), we can offer monthly modules of 16 tutorials (1-5 students per tutorial).

	Exams and Certificates
	Students passing the Selectividad receive official confirmation of their marks from the UNED. The final mark is based on their high school record and the Compulsory phase of the Selectividad. To pass the exam a student must score at least 4 in the Compulsory phase and at least 5 overall (high score marks taken into account).

For the more competitive degree subjects, each university will then apply their “tabla de ponderacion” and will give extra marks according to the scores achieved in the 2 best optional papers taken.

Basic programme

As can be seen from the above, we include preparation for 4 papers in the basic programme fee (the same as in 2010 and before). As it is important for students to be able to choose optional papers as well, we will offer preparation on a request basis (price supplement) for a limited number of extra papers. On the Humanities side this is restricted to Geography while on the Science side any of the 3 major disciplines can be chosen with Biology or Technical Drawing as possible, on request, extras.

Optional extra subjects

This optional extra tuition is divided into monthly units of 16 tutorials per subject. There may be between 1 and 5 students per tutorial. Whether a student will need 1 or more monthly unit will depend on his/her abilities in the subject and ability in studying in Spanish. These monthly units may be booked in advance or once here but we strongly advise that the programme is discussed and agreed in advance.

Subject weighting

Each faculty of each University now lists a “weighting” table (tabla de ponderación) showing which subjects in Selectividad are given more importance according to each degree subject. It is important for students to choose the subjects in Selectividad which are most important for the degree of their choice. As the “weighting” given to each subject varies according to degree and to university we suggest that you ask for our advice concerning each individual student.

Optional Subjects – Supplement

As detailed above, we include preparation for 4 papers in our basic programme (3 compulsory papers and 1 optional). For students choosing more popular subjects at more popular universities, they should consider taking at least 1 extra paper. These are prepared for in monthly units of 16 tutorials (see above). The cost of each monthly module is € 480. 

Access to Official Masters Degrees
In today’s competitive world, many students decide that they need more than just an Undergraduate Degree: they want a Master’s Degree as well. Some decide to take this in another country and some of these decide to take it in Spain.

There is a very wide range of Masters courses available. We recommend “Official” Masters as these are government recognised and therefore have greater international validity.

Master’s programmes are for 1 or 2 years of full-time study and require 60 (1 year) or 120 (2 year) European Credits (ECTS).  Each university has differing entry procedures and sometimes specific requirements. We will help you in this process.

The minimum requirements to enrol for a Master’s course are:

· Have completed an Undergraduate Degree

· A high level of Spanish (min. B2)

· Type D student visa

The application process usually takes place in June/July for those students already in possession of an Undergraduate degree and in September for those who are still studying for their first Degree.

Fees vary but are very inexpensive compared to many other countries.

Intensive Spanish at Malaca Instituto

Formación Profesional
These are 2-year training programmes for students who have successfully completed high school but do not have the qualifications to go to university or do not want to do so. They lead to the qualification: “Técnico Superior”.

There are programmes which cover the whole range of career-oriented professional training. Some students take these courses as a qualification in themselves, others use them as an access route to university.

The minimum requirements to enter a Formacion Profesional (FP) Superior course are:

· Successful completion of high school

· A high level of Spanish (min. B2)

· A valid, Type D, student visa

We have contact with several FP providers both in the private and public sectors. We will provide counselling and advice to each student to help ensure that they find the correct course to meet their career objectives.

Popular FP courses are:

· Business studies

· Nursing and other health studies

· Computing

· Accountancy

· Tourism and travel agency

Preparation at Malaca Instituto

We will prepare you linguistically so that you will have the level of Spanish necessary to study successfully at an FP training centre in Spain. We will also give help and guidance on the selection of FP Centre and course and the application process.

The language course we recommend will depend on your level of Spanish and time available. You will need to achieve at least the B2 level in Spanish. (See under Access to Official Masters Degrees for information on recommended Spanish language courses).
Formación Profesional Superior courses as an access route to university

If you have successfully completed an FP course and are in possession of the “Técnico Superior” qualification you can apply to start an Undergraduate Degree course. You must apply for a course within the same area of studies as your FP course. Your marks from the FP course are used to compete for places with all the other students (both from Selectividad and FP).
In addition to your FP marks, you may take the optional “Specific Exam” phase of Selectividad to increase your mark and make yourself more competitive.
